ÅCalifornia, Arizona and Nevada are leading states 

Å 1,200 MW under construction; 4,000 MW with signed PPAs 
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SEIAôs 10 GW Goal Within Reach 

ÅSEIAôs goal of 10 GW annually by 2015 is achievable, but 

additional policies are needed, including: 

ïPolicies to support financing of solar projects, especially the 

Section 1603 Treasury Program 

ïIncentives to attract domestic manufacturers, like MITC 

ïThe DOE Loan Guarantee Program, which brings innovative 

projects to market 

ïLong-term power purchase authority for federal agencies 

ïDevelopment of alternative financing mechanisms 

ïRemoval of local barriers to solar deployment 

 

 

 



PV Manufacturing Across the U.S.
